The Sustainability Council works to reduce the University's environmental impact by creating a dynamic committee of faculty, staff and students that synthesize environmental information and collaborate on sustainable campus initiatives. By bringing together these three constituencies, the Council provides a unique means to launch new environmental initiatives and encourage sustainable policies at the University.

Formed in spring of 2004 by students in Green Campus Initiative, and incorporated into the Office of the Vice-President/Dean of Students in 2006, the Sustainability Council works to: 

· Promote greater environmental awareness throughout the University 
· Centralize information on sustainability at the University 
· Develop sustainability initiatives for faculty, staff and students
· Assess institutional progress toward increasing sustainability on campus 

Meetings take place twice a quarter, usually on Fridays of third and eighth week, for an hour and a half. It is important that the student intern attend these meetings.
